vehicles, garages, attics, closets or buildings not designed for human
habitation).

Emergency Shelter: CMHA Off the Street Shelter, Salvation Army Cedar
Place, Elizabeth Fry Safe Harbour House, YWCA Genevra House.
Provisionally Accommodated: Hospital, couch surfing, bridge housing,
withdrawal management, safe beds, corrections, treatment program.
