Re: Crossing Guard location closures
Dear Parents/Guardians,

School crossing guards ensure that children walking across certain intersections of our
community can do so more safely. As neighbourhood demographics and walking and driving
patterns change, and newer, more modern pedestrian infrastructure is installed, a crossing
guard service may no longer be required at certain locations.

Using criteria that has the safety of children top of mind, the City reviews all crossing guard
locations every year. Based on this analysis, which includes the number of children crossing,
gaps in traffic, pedestrian safety infrastructure, and vehicular and pedestrian sightlines, crossing
guard locations are closed.

A recent assessment identified the following school crossing guard locations for closure:
